ASK (Attitude, Skills, Knowledge)

Attitude: Students will be eager to use Animoto for future presentations.
Skills:  Students will work collaboratively and effectively to create concise, meaningful presentations on Animoto.  Specifically, narrowing down broad ideas and getting the audience hooked.

Knowledge:  Students will know how to use the technology in order to create a video.

Intoduction (10 minutes)

1. Use Animoto Prezi to introduce Animoto and demonstrate a model book review of The Graveyard Book by Neil Gaiman.

2. Discuss why this video was effective in hooking the audience.

a. Short phrases

b. Interesting photos/pictures

c. Little information given, but enough to make reader ask questions about the book.

3. Explain students will need to use their own email address and information to access Animoto.  If this is a problem, teacher’s account can be shared.

Activity (20 minutes)

1. Students can work collaboratively if they have the same background material and independently if not.  Students will create a book review using Animoto.

2. Teacher monitors student progress.

Share (10 minutes)

1. Ask a few students to share their work with the class.

2. Discuss what was effective about their videos.
